The hymn’s
simple, devotional language reminds us that faith begins not in mastery or certainty,
but in responding to Christ’s voice and trusting what he freely gives. Singing it shapes
us for a lifelong vocation of returning again and again to Jesus, finding in him rest for
our souls, water for our thirst, and light for the road we walk.
