Why we sing Jesus Loves Me alongside today’s readings is because the heart of the 
Gospel is not complicated: “God is love,” and that love has been poured out for the 
whole world. Jesus commands his disciples to abide in love as he has loved them. 
Written by Anna Bartlett Warner for a scene comforting a dying child, this simple 
hymn has endured because it expresses a truth profound enough for every stage of life. 
Its gentle words proclaim not a sentimental faith, but a steady assurance that we 
belong to Christ and are held by grace. Even theologian Karl Barth, when asked about 
his deepest theological insight, famously replied, “Jesus loves me, this I know, for the 
Bible tells me so.” As we sing today, we are reminded that the church’s calling is not 
to guard God’s love for a select few, but to rejoice that it continues to overflow across 
every boundary, embracing all whom God calls beloved.
